Superior East Geoscience Initiative (SEGI)

Background: Lake Nipigon Geoscience Initiative has been funded by NOHFC up to $3.5 million to be directed by the OPA in partnership with industry, OGS, Universities, and Communities.

Purpose: SEGI designed to promote and advance a sustainable mineral exploration and mining industry within the Sault Ste. Marie - Wawa region (the Superior East region). Project area holds significant promise for mineral discovery and the potential for future mine development that would add significantly to the socio-economic well being of the region.

SEGI Description: Geoscience projects to be located within a 100 kilometer-wide corridor of geological interest extending from Sault Ste. Marie/Algoma to Wawa/Michipicoten; areas of significant promise of mineral discovery:

· Michipicoten and Batchewana greenstone belts

· Mid-Continental Rift system - Mamainse Point Formation

· Kapuskasing Structural Zone
